I understand that the University reserves the right to nullify my application should any section of this application form be incomplete or should the supporting documents (a) & (b) not be submitted along with this application form prior to the application deadline.

2. I understand that my participation in the exchange programme is conditional upon:

(a) my application being reviewed and approved by The School of Modern Languages and Cultures, HKU;

(b) my obtaining the necessary leave of absence from the Faculty with which I am registered;

(c) my gaining admission to the host institution;

(d) my maintaining a satisfactory academic standing; and

(e) my returning to The University of Hong Kong to complete my studies. 

3. I have noted that I will be advised of any confirmed offer of a place at a host institution approximately 2-3 weeks after the interview session in January 2017. I understand that should I, without proper grounds, decline to participate in the Exchange Programme once I have accepted this offer, this will result in the School of Modern Languages and Cultures being unable to provide me with any written references I might request at a future date.
4. Since procedures and regulations vary from institution to institution, I understand that once I am officially accepted by a particular institution, any further arrangements or requests (e.g. applications for the buddy, airport pick-up, or homestay programmes) will be my own responsibility and I will be required to liaise directly with my host institution on these issues. I have noted that the School of Modern Languages and Cultures will be available for consultation only and is under no obligation to provide any assistance or reminders with regard to these matters.
5. I declare that the information given on this application is correct and I agree to abide by the rules and requirements of The University of Hong Kong (HKU) and the host institution as assigned by the Selection Panel, failing which I shall be required to return to Hong Kong immediately and repay any scholarships/grants awarded in support of my exchange, in full or in part, at the discretion of the University.

Personal Information Collection Statement


This is a statement to inform you of your rights under the Personal Data (Privacy) Ordinance.

2.
Personal information is provided by you as an applicant through the completion of application forms designated for various purposes, e.g. for admission to a programme of study, for an exchange programme, for hall admissions, and for provision of facilities or services.  Data collected are used specifically for the purposes prescribed in the application forms and will serve

a) as a basis for selection of applicants;

b) as evidence for verification of the applicant’s examination results, academic records and other information; and

c) where applicable, as part of the applicant’s official student records.

In the case of (c) above, information so incorporated into student files will be used for all purposes relating to the student’s studies as required by the relevant regulations and procedures of the University.

Personal data will be kept confidential and handled by the University’s staff members.  The University may transfer some of the data to an agent or other persons appointed to undertake some of its academic and administrative functions.

4.
Under the provisions of the Ordinance, you have the right to request the University to ascertain whether it holds your personal data, to be given a copy, and to apply for correction of the data, if deemed incorrect.

Applications for access to and correction of personal data should be made by using a special request form, and on payment of a fee in the case of data access requests.
